Residential swimming pools safety regulation, c.-S.-3, art.9 

 
 Permit 
 

In order to ensure compliance with the standards enacted by this by -
law, a permit issued by the local municipality on whose territory the 
work will be carried out is required to build, install or replace a 
swimming pool or to erect a construction giving or preventing access 
to a swimming pool. 
 
A person who has obtained a permit to install a removable pool is not 
required to submit a new request for the reinstallation of a removable 
pool in the same place and under the same conditions. 
 
For the duration of the work, the person to whom the permit provided 
for in the first paragraph is issued must, if necessary, provide for 
temporary measures to control access to the swimming pool.  These 
measures take the place of those provided for in division II provided 
that the work is completed within a reasonable time. 
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Subdivision regulations, chapter 4, art. 4.2 
Subdivision regulations, chapter 7, art. 7.7 

 
CHAPTER 4 
PROVISIONS RELATING TO A CADASTRAL OPERATION 
4.2 PROHIBITED CADASTRAL OPERATION 
 
1- A cadastral operation cannot be authorized if it produces one of 
the following effects 

1° it renders a lot or land non-compliant with the standards 
of this by-law 
2° it renders a construction or work non-compliant with the 
standards of the Zoning By-law in force or the Building By-
law in force, or aggravates the derogatory nature of a 
construction, land or work to the either of these two 
regulations; 
3° it has the effect of enclosing land; 
4° it leaves a residue of land, except as provided for in 
article 7.7 of this by-law. 

 
CHAPTER 7 DEROGATORY LOT 
7.7 RIGHT TO THE CADASTRE FOLLOWING AN 
EXPROPRIATION 
5- A permit relating to a cadastral operation in respect of land that 
constitutes the residue of land part of which was acquired for 
public utility purposes by a public body or by another person 
possessing power of expropriation, cannot be refused for the sole 
reason that this land does not comply with the provisions of this 
by-law relating to the minimum area and dimensions of lots, if: 

1° immediately before this acquisition, the land had an area 
and dimensions in accordance with the provisions of the by-
laws then in force where it could be the subject of a 
cadastral operation under this by-law; 
2°only one lot results from the cadastral operation unless 
the land is included in several original lots, in which case 
only one lot per original lot results from the cadastral 
operation. 
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The municipality of Port-Daniel-Gascons would like to highlight the 
awareness-raising activity of École Saint-Bernard with the 
collaboration of the Sûreté du Québec during their roadblock in May 
to intercept motorists in this school zone.
